DSecondary — Courses Description

EDEC 501

Child Development and Learning

The course focuses on an understanding of children’s physical, cognitive, linguistic, emotional
and social growth and development. Review of child development history, theory, and research
strategies in early childhood education. Discuss the effect of family, peers, media, and schooling
on processes of learning. The course discuses psychological principles and theories that offer a
scientific explanation to the process of the teaching and learning in early childhood settings.
Topics of how children learn presented.
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EDUC 502

Classroom Assessment

This course will provide students s with knowledge and skills related to classroom assessment
as a component of curriculum and instruction in classroom settings. The course will present
principles of classroom assessment; how to design, administer and interpret formal and informal
classroom assessments in different domains (knowledge, skills and emotions). Topics covered
include test construction properties; grading and test analysis; and interpretation of the results;
alternative assessment strategies and tools; concepts of validly and reliability; how to use
assessment for educational and instructional decisions; and the ethical issues related to testing
and assessment. Students prepare and apply methods of assessment appropriate to their own
practice to support teaching and learning processes.
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SPED 503




Introduction to Special Education

This course provides broad knowledge and skills in special education for candidates in all
teacher education programs. It mainly covers: models, theories, etiology, philosophies, legal
provisions, ethical and professional commitment, assessment and identification procedures and
instructional strategies for students with exceptional learning needs. It also provides knowledge
of different characteristics of learners with special needs and their educational implications.
This course will stress adapting teaching strategies and differentiating instructions to meet the
needs of individuals with exceptional learning needs. This course has a field-based component.
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EDUC 504

Management of Educational Environment

This course will focus on principles and strategies for developing and maintaining an effective
classroom environment. A variety of models conducive to maintaining a positive environment
will be explored. Students will be introduced to classroom management practices, instructional
strategies, and collaborative consultation that facilitate a positive and effective educational
climate. The reflective teaching model will be integrated through the internship learning
activities. This course will include a six hour field assignment.
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EDUC 505

Curriculum Development and Instructional Planning

This course consists of two parts: The first one discusses the process of curriculum development,
its aims, importance, stages, domains, standards, contemporary trends in curriculum
development and the challenges face this process. The second part deals with the concept of
instructional planning and the ways of implementing effective instruction. Students will learn to
plan an effective instructional program through applying best practices, responding to diverse
community interests, and planning for student mastery of State of Qatar National Curriculum
Standards and will explore the differences and policies related to the Advanced-Foundation




division of these standards. This course includes field experience in a preparatory or secondary
school environment.
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EDSE 504

Teaching Methods 1 for Sciences

This course engages participants in learning about and practicing research-based content-
specific instruction in science and mathematics education at the secondary level. Topics will
include use of the 5-E model; creating and using concrete, abstract, and mathematical models;
designing, conducting, and assessing developmentally-appropriate experiments; historical bases
of science and mathematics; and ethics and safety in the secondary classroom. This course has
a field component in the secondary classroom.

EDSE 506

Teaching Methods 1 for Humanities

This course will examine theory and practice in the teaching of languages, social sciences, and
Islamic studies. The course will acquaint students with the objectives, content, and methods
associated with teaching in these disciplines, aligned with best practices for adolescent learners.
Task-based assessments in authentic educational contexts will be a key part of the course. The
course has a field-based component.

EDSE 505

Teaching Method I1: ICT for Sciences

This course prepares future teachers to engage and facilitate research by secondary students in
science and mathematics. In addition, it models and facilitates the use of discipline specific
technologies for teaching and for use by students to enhance learning.

EDSE 507

Teaching Method Il for Humanities

This course prepares future teachers to engage and facilitate research by secondary students in
the subject areas of English language, Arabic language, social studies, and Islamic studies. In
addition, it models and facilitates the use of discipline specific technologies for teaching and for
use by students to enhance learning.

EDSE 569

Method II: Inquiry & ICT for English
Candidates will study goals, methods, and materials appropriate for teaching secondary level
courses in English. The differences between the Advanced and Foundation Curriculums for the




State of Qatar National Curriculum Standards and the changes in strategies that are required will
be explored. Candidates will learn how to conduct action research, initiate and guide student
research, and to use ICT in English teaching. This course has a field-based component. This
course requires eight hours of field experience.
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EPSY 510

Educational Psychology

This course focuses on applying psychological theories and principles to learning and
instructional processes. The content includes the study of learning theories, motivation,
measurement and evaluation in educational settings, in addition to studying the cognitive,
emotional and social development of the learner. The course also focuses on developing the
teachers’ skills and enhancing their ability to support effective learning, manage the learning
environment, and identify and deal with individual differences of their students
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EDSE 559

Methods I : Instructional Strategies-English

Candidates will study goals, methods, and materials appropriate for teaching secondary levels
courses in English (ESL, EFL), with special emphasis on the Curriculum Standards for the State
of Qatar, English. The differences between the Advanced and Foundation Curriculums for the
State of Qatar National Curriculum Standards and the changes in strategies that requires will be
explored. This course will include an extensive content-specific ICT component and includes
field-based experience in a preparatory or secondary school setting.
