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Abstract: Sodium glucose co-transporter 2 inhibitors (SGLT2is) are the most recently approved
class of oral antidiabetic drugs (ADDs). The objective of this study was to explore the trends in the
use of SGLT2is compared to other oral ADDs, to evaluate the appropriateness of prescribing
SGLT2is, and to determine the factors associated with SGLT2is prescribing in Qatar. This is a two-
phase retrospective cross-sectional study. SGLT2is have largely replaced sulfonylureas in clinical
practice in Qatar. SGLT2is were very likely to be prescribed for an appropriate dose. Gender,
baseline glycated hemoglobin level, history of atherosclerotic cardiovascular disease, history of
chronic kidney disease, and the use of metformin, sulfonylureas, or DPP4is were associated with
initiating SGLT2is.
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
