In accordance with its internal development strategy, the Core Curriculum Program continued its ceaseless quest for
continuous development. The most important part was the newly implemented academic plan. The essential efforts
included enhancing communication with all colleges to integrate the five excellence themes into all Core Curriculum
courses offered by various colleges and aligning the program with Qatar University's new Qualification Framework. The
program added new courses, such as "Legal Culture 100," "Dialogue of Civilizations," "Your Health," "Energy for Life," and
"Traffic Safety and Human Behavior". These courses fulfil the objectives of the university's strategic plan and meet
students’ needs from a variety of disciplines. In addition, the following courses are currently being developed:
"Systematic Thinking for Sustainability" and "Introduction to Digital Media and Interactive Design." Moreover, the CCP
provided professional development opportunities for 115 faculty members from various faculties and awarded them a
badge of excellence in university general education as part of the Core Curriculum Program Excellence in Teaching
(CCPETA).

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v’ CCP Achievements

« During Fall 2022, 270 male and female students
registered for 13 sections of the Community
Service-Based Learning Course (UNIV 220)
offered by the CCP in collaboration with the
Volunteerism and Community Service Center at
Qatar University. It was natural for Qatar
University to engage in the FIFA World Cup Qatar
2022, reflecting the image of the Qatari students

and their role as volunteers in World Cup events

- Leadership, Innovation, & Civic Engagement
(UNIV 200) attracted 85 students throughout its
eight Arabic and English sections. This course
teaches students how to think and act
entrepreneurially to create social value and
address community challenges. Innovation,
leadership, and civic engagement were the three
central components along which students in this
course completed various projects. One of the
most noteworthy of these endeavors was the
"Oryx Souvenir Box" project, which aimed to
collect and package a variety of symbolic
presents for sale to tourists visiting the State of
Qatar.

Dr. Mohammed Al-Khojah: Volunteering Leader

Dr. Mohammed Al-Khojah is the coordinator of the community-based leaming course UNIV
220 developed by the CCP at Qatar University. He stated: "The World Cup is the most
important global event currently taking place in the State of Qatar. Qatar University's
participation in this sporting event reflects the image of Qatari students and their
performance as volunteers in the community by volunteering at the FIFA World Cup."

"UNIV 220 is a relatively new course offered through the CCP's collaboration with Qatar University's
Center for Volunteering and Community Service. In contemporary pedagogical theories, community
service is considered a form of experiential learning. By writing about the experience and posing the
below questions, students can draw connections between classroom theory and real-world service and

acquire the desired practical experience.

. How has this experience impacted your life?
. What were the advantages and disadvantages you encountered?
. How could you improve your ability to learn in the future?

Arabic Language: Dr. Al-Khojah began his position at Qatar University as the coordinator of the
Arabic language course in the CCP and an instructor of Arabic and the First Year Seminar in Fall 2014. He
obtained his PhD in Abbasid Literature at the University of Jordan. Previously, he was the Vice Dean of
the Faculty of Arts at Zarga University in Jordan. Regarding the relationship between the Arabic
language, UNIV100 and UNIV 220 courses, Dr. Al-Khoja added, "The Arabic language, with its tools of
critical thinking, analysis, and deduction, is the foundation for all humanitarian disciplines. These
characteristics are incorporated into UNIV 100 and UNIV220 courses, enabling students to develop their

personalities and express themselves effectively.

Dr. Al-Khojah a proud father of three. He cares for all his students as if they were his own children. He
adds: "My approach is to respect the students' humanity and treat them in a parental manner to foster
their motivation and develop the principle of commitment and sense of responsibility:"

"Hand in hand with my colleagues, we co-developed UNIV100 over a period of eight years in the same
way we raise our children—carefully and patiently. Additionally, there are now UNIV 200 and UNIV 220.
If we take a closer look at the new courses, we can see that they meet the goal we established in UNIV
100, which was to integrate the students' practical, analytic, and creative talents"
